	The twenty-seventh Aero Squadron was a Pursuit Squadron. It was assigned to the lst Pursuit Group, First Army on April 30, 1918, and reached the front on June lst at Toul. This squadron was engaged in the operations in the Toul Sector, at Chateau-Thierry, St. Mihiel and the ArgonneMeuse First and Second Offensives. The Twenty-Seventh carried out 314 patrols and war missions, engaged in 230 combats and received official confirmation for 54 victories. In all it suffered 22 casualties, consisting of 8 killed, 4 wounded, 7 prisoners and 3 missing. It ceased operations December 5, 1918.
