The surface of the lake proved to be a very satisfactory landing place, but it was necessary to exercise great care because of rough spots, drifts, and slush ice. The wind had blown many bare spots on the ice and these spots were easily selected by flying low over them before landing. There were high drifts of snow around the shore, and it was later found that on account of the uncertainty of the permanence of any ice formation fields, ice should not be used for landing purposes, except under exceptional circumstances, particularly if it is desired to leave the planes there for any length of time. During the first night at Petosky, a sixty-mile gale blew from the lake and the ice began cracking and piling up on shore. The entire surface of the lake, although covered with about fifteen inches of ice, rose and fell with the water beneath it, and it was necessary to obtain a large number of men and take the planes further out on the ice and make them fast to prevent them from being wrecked. The planes were anchored to two-by-fours by ropes and the two-by-fours were placed beneath the ice through holes and frozen solid. It was necessary to be constantly alert because the natives informed the flight that if the wind shifted so as to flow from the shore, the ice would break up and blow out into the lake, leaving great stretches of open water. The ice field used for landing at Cross Village was broken up by the high winds on the second day, and blown far out into the lake.

	 
	 

	25 Jan 1929
	The temperature at Petosky dropped to twenty degrees below zero and a high wind was blowing from the lake, making it necessary to use facemasks and making it impossible to remove gloves for any length of time. Hot oil and water were carried to the engines in the usual manner, but these became chilled before the planes could be started. It was impossible to use either electrically or manually operated starters because of the congealed condition of the oil. It was apparent that if the motors were to be heated sufficiently to enable the flight to start them, unusual steps would have to be taken. Through the courtesy of the Petosky Cement Company, a steam line was run out over the lake and live steam was provided from a locomotive. The steam proved a great success. The drain plug was removed from the cooling system and as the steam circulated throughout the system, the cylinders became very warm. Oil for the engine and solutions of water and Prestone were heated in drums on the ice to prevent cooling in transportation. The starters were easily thawed out by use of the steam hose and the motors started without the slightest trouble. It was found that the heavy solution of Prestone held its temperature much longer than alcohol and water solutions.

	 
	 

	26 Jan 1929
	Just as the Douglas plane was leaving Petosky for home, motor trouble developed and a forced landing was effected on the ice. It was found that it would be necessary to replace the motor, but on account of the uncertainty of the ice at Petosky, it was decided to dismantle the plane and ship by rail. Considerable difficulty was experienced in getting the plane off the ice, on account of the cracks and heavy drifts around the edge. This was finally done by building rails of angle irons and pulling the plane up on these tracks by a block and tackle. During this mission, over ten hours of flying was done by the Army planes over six-hundred square miles of ice and open water. Had the missing man been on the ice, he would undoubtedly have been found, but during the entire search, he was in a lighthouse so ill that he was unable to give signals. He was found a few days later and brought to Petosky by dog team, where his limbs were found to be badly frozen.
