At 14:40 the 55th Squadron intercepted one squadron of 8 bombers south of Mojave and at 14:50 the 27th Squadron intercepted 9 bombers at 9,000 feet near Lancaster. At 14:55 the 55~ Squadron intercepted one squadron of bombers west of Rosemond Lake and at 15:04 the 27th Squadron intercepted 9 bombers, 9,~000 feet over Lancaster, the 94th at the same time intercepting 9 bombers 15 miles east of Palmdale at 12, 000 feet. At 15:09 the 27th Squadron intercepted 9 bombers at 9, 000 feet over Rosemond, the 94th intercepting 9 bombers at Rosemond Lake, 14, 000 feet at 15:12. Commencing at 15:15 the airdrome was gassed intermittently by the attack squadrons, the 55th Squadron intercepting one squadron of attack at Rosemond Lake at 15:15 on their way out after an attack on the airdrome. At 15:18 the 94th Squadron intercepted six bombers at Rosemond Lake at 15,000 feet. At 15:22 the 55th Squadron attacked two squadrons of attack near Rosemond. The Group landed at 15:50.
