Capt Gibbons flying in the rear seat of the F-4 (s/n 66-0341) ejected. After Capt Gibbons ejected the student--Capt Jesse K. Beavers-- managed to control the aircraft and landed it safely at MacDill. Capt E.M. Gibbons' body was found 50 miles SW of MacDill, cause of death was fixed by the base hospital as drowning.
