	Armed Forces Day 1974 and the occasion for renaming Lockborne AFB, Ohio, to Rickenbacker AFB. The 1st sent representatives from its maintenance units and the 94th TFS flew the missing man formation. The dedication was highlighted by a flight of the new F-15 Eag1e which the 1st would later fly.

	 
	 

	14 Jul 1974
	General Carl A. Spaatz, USAF (Ret), died. As Major Carl Spatz (before he changed the spelling of his name) he commanded the 1st Pursuit Group from 5 Oct 1920 to Sept 1924. Maj Spatz was first assigned to the 94th Squadron on 1 Sept 1918.

	 
	 

	26 Aug 1974
	Charles A. "Lucky Lindy" Lindburgh died. Col. Lindburgh and Mr. Lindburgh both thread thru the ist's history. The entrance of "Lindy" into the annals of the 1st was after his historic flight when his plan arrived at Boiling Field, Washington D.C. It was the 1st Pursuit Group that was given the honor of meeting Lindburgh and serving as his special flight escort for the first three weeks of his return from Europe. To do this the 1st set a record of the longest non-stop mass flight ( 22 aircraft non-stop from Seifridge Field, MI, to Boiling in 4 hours and over 390 miles) made to that date. Then on 4 Nov 1927, Col Lindburgh, as a reserve officer, served his 14 day active duty training with the 1st P.G. at Seifridge Field, MI.
