(Form -- Bed and Board Decree)


The Court doth ADJUDGE, ORDER, and DECREE that the plaintiff, Jane Doe, be and she is, hereby divorced from the defendant, John Doe, a mensa et thoro, from bed and board, on the aforesaid ground of __________________, with leave to either of the parties to have the same merged into a decree of divorce from the bond of matrimony as provided by law.


This is not a final decree of divorce and does not permit either parties to marry another, but, this cause is dismissed from the docket, and may be reinstated by either party for such further proceedings herein as may provided by law.  (Some jurisdictions may allow an a mensa decree to remain on the docket.)
