[Order Accepting Consent of Natural Parent to Adoption]

VIRGINIA: IN THE CIRCUIT COURT OF THE CITY OF WYTHEVILLE

In the matter of the adoption 

of a child to be known as 

WANDA WEINSTEIN by 

Fred Weinstein and Edna Weinstein

ORDER

On this day came Houston Blitz and Olive Blitz, in person, for the purpose of placing their natural child born on the 4th day of January, 1989, with the adoptive parents, Fred Weinstein and Edna Weinstein, and executing a voluntary consent of said adoption; and upon the receipt of a home study of the adoptive parents; and the guardian ad litem for the child also being present;

WHEREUPON, in consideration of the home study and the other evidence before the Court, the Court funds as follows:

I. The child is at least ten days old.

2. The licensed or duly authorized child placing agency has prepared and fled a home study in compliance with § 63.1 -220.3(B) and has found the placement to be suitable.

3. The birth parents have been counseled and exchanged identifying information with the proposed adoptive parents pursuant to statute.

4. The birth parents are aware of alternatives to adoption, adoption procedures and opportunities for placement with other adoptive families.

5. The prospective adoptive parents have been counseled with regard to alternatives to adoption, adoption procedures and opportunities for adoption of other children.

6. Any financial agreement or fees charged have been disclosed to the Court.

7. There appears to be no violation of § 63. 1-220.4, Code of Virginia.

8. All parties have been advised that no binding contract exists regarding placement or adoption.

9. The consent of the birth parents is given freely and voluntarily in an informed and uncoerced manner, which said agreement was executed before the Court, in person and in the presence of the adoptive parents.

10. The decision of the prospective adoptive parents is informed and uncoerced, and they intend to file an adoption petition and proceed toward a final order of adoption.

11. The placement with the proposed adoptive parents is in the child's best interests.

12. All provisions of § 63.1-220.3 have been complied with.

     It is therefore ADJUDGED, ORDERED and DECREED that:

1. The consent, attached hereto and made a part hereof, is accepted.

2. Fred Weinstein and Edna Weinstein, the proposed adoptive parents, are appointed as guardians of the said infant child, who shall be responsible for the care of the said child until this Order is modified or until such time as a final order of adoption is entered by the Circuit Court.

3. The Clerk is directed to furnish a copy of this Order to counsel for the proposed adoptive parents.

4. This matter is continued on the docket of this Court until March 6, 1989, for review.

5. Counsel for adopting parents shall furnish a copy of the final decree of adoption to the Clerk of this Court, upon entry of the same.
