And it is further ADJUDGED, ORDERED and DECREED that the Commissioner of Public Welfare shall notify this Court within 21 days of his receipt of the report of the Virginia State Welfare Department of his approval or disapproval thereof stating reasons for any further action on the report which he deems necessary.

And this proceeding is continued, awaiting the filing of said report by the Virginia State Welfare Department.
