ADJUDGED, ORDERED and DECREED that the infant child to be known as Wanda Weinstein (Birth Certificate Registration Number 1046, registered in the Commonwealth of Virginia), born of Joanne and Dean Hill on March 7, 1975, in the Commonwealth of Virginia, henceforth, subject to the probationary period provided for by § 63.1-228 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, and subject further to the provisions of the Final Order of Adoption of this Court, will be, for all intents and purposes, the child of Fred Weinstein and Edna Weinstein, petitioners herein; and it is further

ADJUDGED, ORDERED and DECREED that upon entry of the Final Order of this Court herein, the name of said child shall be changed to Wanda Weinstein; and it is further

ADJUDGED, ORDERED and DECREED that the Clerk of this Court shall forthwith forward an attested copy of this Interlocutory Order to the Commissioner of Public Welfare and to the Virginia State Welfare Department.
