STIPULATION AGREEMENT

PITRSIJANT TO SECTION ~0-109. CODE OF VIRGINIA

THIS AGREEMENT, made this ______ day of _____________, ____, by and between

JOHN DOE, party of the first part, hereinafter called "Husband," and JANE DOE, his wife, party of the second part, hereinafter called "Wife."

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the parties to this agreement were married on the ______ day of ____________, _____, in , Virginia; and

WHEREAS, no children (or number of children) have been born of said marriage (if children, insert their names and dates of birth); and


WHEREAS, certain irreconcilable difficulties have arisen between the parties to this agreement on account of which they have separated on the ______ day of ____________, ______, and they now live apart, and intend to live apart from each other for the rest of their natural lives; and

WHEREAS, Husband and Wife recognize that each of them has certain rights and obligations growing out of their marital relationship and intend that this Stipulation Agreement shall settle and adjust said rights and obligations and all claims that either party may have against the other or against the property, whether presently held or acquired in the future, of the other.

NOW, THEREFORE, in settlement, adjustment, and compromise of all property rights and questions, and in consideration of the mutual benefits and promises the parties hereto have agreed as follows:

2. Neither party shall be liable for any debts, contracts, obligations, or liabilities of the other made or arising after the date of the execution of this agreement, and the Wife shall not contract debts on the credit of the Husband without his prior consent.

3. The parties shall at any time hereafter make, execute, and deliver any and all such other instruments, documents, and things that the other may require for the purpose of giving full effect to the provisions of this agreement.

4. Except as herein provided, each party hereby forever relinquishes and releases all right, title, and interest which he or she now has or ever may have in and to the property of the other of whatsoever nature and kind, including all rights of dower and curtesy; all rights and interests which he or she may have in and to the property or estate of the other at death; all rights or interests to take against the will of the other or under intestate laws; and each and every other right, title, and interest he or she has or ever may have against the other, their heirs, executors, administrators, trustees, or assigns.

5. It is understood and agreed between the parties that this agreement shall be effective and operative irrespective of the rights of either party in any suit for divorce which may hereafter be sought by either party, and irrespective of the outcome of any such suit for divorce.

6. The parties hereby mutually recognize each as having the right to live without interference from the other, and each agrees not to molest, harass, threaten, or unreasonably interfere with the other. Each of the parties shall be free from authority and control, direct or indirect, by the other as fully as if he or she were sole and unmarried. Each may reside at such place or places as he or she may select, and each may for his or her separate use and benefit engage in any employment, business, or profession which he or she may deem advisable.

7. No amendment, modification. or waiver of any of the terms hereof shall be valid unless in writing and signed by both parties. No waiver of any breach hereof or default hereunder shall be deemed a waiver of any subsequent breach or default of the same or similar nature.

8. The parties acknowledge that this Stipulation Agreement is entered into voluntarily, without duress or coercion, for valuable consideration, after due and considered deliberation, and each party has been fully advised of the financial and personal status of the other, no representations of fact or otherwise having been made by either party to the other except as herein expressly set forth, and each party considers the terms of this Stipulation Agreement to be fair and equitable and not unconscionable.

It is further understood that _______________, Attorney at Law, represents the Husband (Wife) and has advised the Wife (Husband) that he does represent the Husband (Wife) and cannot represent her (his) interests in this matter. That by the execution of this agreement, the parties indicate that they understand the terms of the agreement, and that they intend to be bound by the terms hereof. The Wife (Husband) further acknowledges that she (he) has a right to her (his) own attorney to represent her (his) interests in this matter, and has a right to have such attorney review this document before it is executed. All these rights being fully understood, the parties do hereby voluntarily agree, after being advised of the above, and after understanding completely the terms of this agreement, to execute this document of their free consent.

9. The Wife does hereby further release and relinquish all claims, rights, or causes of action for spousal support and maintenance, temporary or permanent, against the Husband or his estate, and the Husband likewise releases any such claims he may have against the Wife.

10. The parties hereto agree that this agreement may hereafter be presented to a court of competent jurisdiction for affirmation, ratification, and incorporation into any decree of such court, pursuant to the provisions of Section 20-109.1, Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended.
