SQUADRON OFFICER SCHOOL (SOS) NON-RESIDENT COURSE  

(June 2001)

SOS is the first of a three-tiered professional military education program for officers and qualified DOD civilians.  Throughout this course, the student will learn officership, staff communications, leadership, and force employment.

ELIGIBILITY

Students must be a captain or above (Captain selects may not apply until they pin on), or Federal civilian employees grades GS-9, WG-10, WL-9, and WS-8.

METHODS

Two versions are available: paper-based version (course 26A, 26B, 26C, and 26D) or CD-Rom correspondence program (course 27A, 27B, 27C, and 27D).  CD-Rom enrollees must have access to the following equipment (minimum):  486 SX-25 MHZ CPU, 4 MB RAM, 2x CD-Rom, 10 MB hard drive, 16 bit sound card, 256 color capable video card, VGA monitor, speaker/headset, Windows 3.1 (Please note: all videos are backed up by text on the screen; therefore, the sound card and speaker/headset are helpful but not necessary).

COURSE MATERIALS

Course materials consist of four units – 26A, 26B, 26C, and 26D, or 27A, 27B, 27C, and 27D. The CD-Rom version (course 27) contains all four units on the CD-Rom and the installation instructions are included as an insert inside the CD-Rom jewel case front cover.

If course materials or confirmation of enrollment are not received within 30 days, call the Education Center (764-2962).

Course materials for all four units will be sent in one mailing.

TESTING

The first test is mailed to the Education Center at the same time materials are mailed to the student.

Further tests are mailed to the Education Center upon successful completion of the preceding block or unit.

All tests are closed book.

All tests are administered at the Education Center at 0745 Tuesday and Thursday, 1000 on Monday and Wednesday, or 1030 Tuesday and Thursday.  You must have an appointment to take a test (Call 764-2962 to make an appointment – please allow approximately 4 weeks.)

If a test is failed, a retest will be mailed to the Education Center.

If the retest is failed, the student is placed on a six month enrollment restriction.  The student must then re-enroll in the course, and no partial credit is given for volumes previously completed.

The completed 26D/27D test has to be received at ECI before the last day of the 18th month.  

OTHER

The student has 18 months to complete the course.

This date can be determined by adding 18 months to the date in the upper right hand corner of the enrollment confirmation card received from ECI.

No extensions are granted for SOS 26A/26B/26C/26D.

No transfers are permitted from 26 to 27 or 27 to 26.
