The following examinations are available to individuals on Active Duty, Reserve, or National Guard status, either at no cost or minimum cost (most are free).  The fee for civilians is $56 for CLEP exams.  Payment must be made by personal check, certified check or money order—no credit card.  The fee for civilians is $35 for DANTES exams.  Payment must be made credit card, certified check, or money order—no personal check.  The Excelsior College Examination Program (RCEP) exams are not available to civilians (retirees, family members).  All exams have been recommended for college credit by the American Council on Education (ACE), unless otherwise noted.  Taking and passing a test does not award college credit.  Whether or not any college credit is awarded depends on your college’s policy on credit by exam—check with them.  Recommended credit for each exam is 3 semester hours unless otherwise specified in parenthesis. 

Retest policy.  You must wait six months before you may retake the same test.  Admission to the testing facility is Monday at 1000, Tuesday at 0745 and 1000, Wednesday at 1000, and Thursday at 0745 and 1000-(PME only).  Friday:  NO TESTING. You must have an appointment to test.  Please call 764-2962 to schedule a test date. 
The tests in this section have been organized into the CCAF category into which they most frequently earn credit. Tests beginning with a “T” denotes CLEP subject exams.  Tests beginning with an “S” denotes DANTES subject standardized tests.  “R” tests denote RCEP exams.  Tests appearing in all upper case are in stock.  Tests appearing in upper and lower case must be ordered.  If you wish to order a test, call 764-2962 and place your order at least 30 days before you wish to take the test.

# RCEP Essay or Mixed Response Exam.  Limited to special days during the year (5 Oct 00, 4 Dec 00, 6 Feb 01, 4 Apr 01, 4 Jun 01, and 6 Aug 01).  You must stop by the Ed Center or call 764-2962 to order the test six weeks before the testing date.

Graduate Record Exam (GRE) and Graduate Management Admissions Test (GMAT) are no longer administered at the Base Education Center.  Active and reserve military personnel may take the GRE/GMAT at civilian testing centers but they must coordinate with the Education Center before arranging for the exam.  If eligible and taken after 1 Oct 99, the AF will reimburse the member the exam fee. Member must provide the official test results and proof of payment to the Education Center when applying for reimbursement.
