ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Students must be E-7 select or above from any of the Armed Forces, active or reserve or US Civil Service employees in a management position GS-6 or above or wage grade equivalent.  Reserve personnel in the grade of TSgt assigned to a MSgt authorization in the Air Force Reserve are eligible to enroll with the approval of the MAJCOM Functional Manager.   Active duty AF members identified as Primaries to attend Resident SNCOA are ineligible to enroll in Nonresident Course 00005. 

Course 00005 mirrors the resident course. Those who have previously completed Course 00008 do not need to enroll in Course 00005.

EXAMINATIONS

ECI Course 00005 has five course examinations that will be administered by computer at the Education Center. A cumulative score of 398 points (course average of 79.6%) is required to successfully complete the course.  Students who receive an average score of 95 percent or greater on Course 5 will receive a distinguished graduate certificate.

COURSE COMPLETION REQUIREMENTS

Students will have one year to complete Course 00005. 

Course 5 Extensions are not granted except in event of TDY/PCS.  The student sends the request for extension direct to OAS/E-II, 50 S Turner Blvd, Maxwell AFB-Gunter Annex AL 36118-5643.  Extensions must be requested before the course expires.

For Course 5 extensions due to TDY (30-179 days), the student submits an ECI Form 17 and a copy of the TDY orders.  The length of the extension will be equal to the length of the TDY in increments of 30 days, to a maximum of six months.  The student may submit the request before, during, or after the TDY.

 For Course 5 extensions due to PCS, students should submit the request prior to the PCS. Students going PCS will be granted a 90-day extension. NOTE: Students going PCS must also submit a change of address via ECI Form 17 to permit ECI to adjust testing facilities and correct the student record. The address change may be requested on the same ECI Form 17 as the PCS extension request. 

In addition to TDY and PCS, extensions may be granted to students who encounter extended hospitalization, extended emergency leave, or extraordinary humanitarian or personal circumstances during course enrollment. Extenuating situations, such as these, will be handled on a case-by-case basis. The length of the extension is at the discretion of the approval authority, allowable in 30-day increments, based on individual circumstances. Students must submit this category of extension (ECI Form 17 and supporting documentation) to EPC/DOO, 550 McDonald Street, Maxwell AFB, Gunter Annex AL 36114-3107. 

In order to transfer, requests must be made within 60 days of initial enrollment.  Transfers are limited to one per 12-month period.  Send transfer requests to OAS/EIOI-2, 50 S Turner Blvd, Maxwell AFB, Gunter Annex 36118-5643.

There are no reenrollments in Course 8.  Students who allow their Course 5 to expire must wait 12 months to reenroll.  Students who fail the course or voluntarily disenroll must wait 6 months to reenroll.
