-YOU ARE NO LONGER REQUIRED TO OBTAIN YOUR SUPERVISOR'S SIGNATURE ON THE APPLICATION FOR TUITION ASSISTANCE; HOWEVER, YOU ARE EXPECTED TO DISCUSS YOUR SCHEDULE WITH YOUR SUPERVISOR TO ENSURE THAT IT HAS HIS/HER SUPPORT.  

-BEFORE CLASSES START OR DURING DROP/ADD AND AFTER YOU HAVE COMPLETED YOUR TUITION ASSISTANCE FORM AND REGISTERED FOR CLASS, YOU MAY STILL DROP/CHANGE COURSES WITH MOST SCHOOLS WITHOUT PENALTY AS LONG AS YOU NOTIFY BOTH THE BASE EDUCATION CENTER AND THE SCHOOL.  IF YOU DROP A COURSE AFTER THE DROP/ADD PERIOD, YOU MUST STILL NOTIFY THE BASE ED CENTER AND THE SCHOOL BUT YOU ARE LIABLE FOR THE COST OF TUITION ASSISTANCE, UNLESS YOU QUALIFY FOR WAIVER OF TUITION ASSISTANCE REIMBURSEMENT.

-IF YOU RECEIVE A GRADE OF INCOMPLETE FROM A SCHOOL, YOU HAVE UNTIL THE SCHOOL ALLOWS YOU TO CLEAR THE INCOMPLETE OR SIX MONTHS FROM THE END OF THE TERM IN WHICH YOU RECEIVED THE INCOMPLETE, WHICHEVER COMES FIRST, TO CLEAR THE INCOMPLETE.  IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO CLEAR THE INCOMPLETE BY THAT TIME, WE ARE OBLIGATED TO RECOVER THE TUITION ASSISTANCE THAT YOU WERE PROVIDED.

-THERE IS A CAP ON THE AMOUNT OF TUITION ASSISTANCE--75% OF $250 PER SEMESTER HOUR OR 75% OF $166 PER QUARTER HOUR.  EFFECTIVE WITH CLASSES STARTING ON OR AFTER 1 OCT 98 THERE IS A FISCAL YEAR CAP OF $3500.
