EDUCATION DEFERMENTS
(APR 1997)
PURPOSE: Eligible Air Force military personnel may be authorized an education deferment (AAC52) that prevents a PCS assignment until an educational degree program is completed.
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS, the applicant:
· does not have an assignment selection date on or before the end of the deferment period. 
· must be seeking a degree program above the level already attained (exception is CCAF degree).
· must be able to complete an associate degree or higher degree within a one year period.
· if a health care professional, eligibility extends to programs leading to a national or state certification, even though a degree is not involved.
· must have completed their first term of service or, if a first termer, he/she must be committed to a six year enlistment.
Other conditions:
· the purpose of the deferments IS NOT to complete a thesis or research paper.
· the starting date of the deferment period must be later than 12 months after the ending date of any earlier deferment or BOOTSTRAP TDY.
HOW TO APPLY?
Get a letter or similar document signed by the school that contains the following: 

· The degree to be awarded upon successful completion of the deferment, including the major and any minor field 
· The opening and closing dates of each term within the deferment period and the courses to be taken each term
· The date the degree will be awarded
· Assurance by the school that alternative courses will be offered to ensure degree completion within the deferment period
