AIR COMMAND AND STAFF COLLEGE

(AUGUST 2000)
 The Air Command and Staff College offers intermediate Professional Military Education (PME) programs for mid-level officers and eligible civilians.   Effective 26 June 2000 there will only be one program available to new enrollments, the CD-ROM based 00030.  Seminar and individual study students will use this program (00030A, B, C, D, E, F, and G).  Students currently enrolled in 00037A, B, C and D will be able to complete their studies in the 37 programs provided they complete all requirements within specified time limits.  Students who chose to participate in the ACSC seminar program have 10.5 months to complete the CD-ROM seminar while individual study students have 18 months to complete the course.  The seminar meets weekly, August through the following June.  Under the new guidelines, there are no minimum attendance requirements for seminar students—attendance is not taken nor is it tracked.  Participation via cyber seminar is also available.  It is the same as the seminar program except that students meet with other students in the electronic campus on the world wide web.  Cyber seminar students do not meet locally at the base.  

 ELIGIBILITY TO ENROLL

Those enrolling must be a Major select or above, or a federal civilian employee in the grade of GS-11 or above.

ENROLLMENT PROCESS
Seminar applicants can call 764-2962 or DSN 574-2962 or stop by the Base Education Center to enroll (The member’s home address and zip code – plus four – will be needed. The computer will reject applications that do not include the member’s full zip.).
Cyber seminar applicants must visit the Base Education Office to complete Maxwell AFB Form 117
Contact the Education Services Office if confirmation or materials are not received within 30 days 
Individual study applicants may no longer enroll in the old ACSC 00037A; they must wait until after 26 Jun 00 to enroll in Course 00030A
Seminar applicants enroll between April and July

COURSE MATERIALS
Course materials (CD-ROM curriculum and course books) for both seminar and individual study students are mailed directly to the student at the address of record in the Base Level Computer.
In the new program, all readings are provided in the course books
Students in 00030 students will receive two separate mailings; the initial mailing will occur on completion of enrollment processing and consist of the first three blocks of study.  Upon passing the first exam, a second automatic mailing containing the remaining blocks of study will be sent to the student.
Course materials are also available for registered students via the Internet.  

TESTING
There are six 90-minute examinations and four web based exercises.
The web-based exercises are pass/fail.
All testing will be done at the Langley AFB Education Center.
Minimum passing score is 70 percent on each end of course examination.
Tests are furnished to the Education Center upon enrollment.  The Education Center will send you a letter advising you that your test is in.  The student MUST call 764-2962 for an appointment to take the test.  (Please be advised it is best to attempt to schedule approximately 3 weeks in advance).
Seminar testing is conducted during the period specified by ACSC.
If a student fails a retest, he or she must wait for two months before reenrolling and continuing from the same point.  The student may order another test.  If the retest is failed, the student is dropped from the program; however, he or she may reenroll and there is no waiting period.  Under these circumstances the student must start from the beginning again.

OTHER
Minimum equipment requirement includes an IBM compatible 486/100 CPU with 16 Mb RAM, Windows 95, 98, or NT operating system, a CD-ROM with sound card with speakers or headphone, Netscape 3.02 or greater or Internet Explorer and Realplayer plug-in (version 7.0 or greater).  Browsers and Realplayer are available on the CD-ROM and from the ACSCDL web site. 
Cyber seminar students require a modem and access to the Internet.
To change your mailing address, you must use the ECI Form 17 or Maxwell AFB Form 117, available at the Education Center.
Joint Phase I PME credit is awarded for successful completion of the seminar, cyberseminar, or individual study program.
There are no seminar attendance requirements, students have the option of participating or not participating in the seminar—there is no formal process for switching from seminar to individual study and vice versa.
