AIR WAR COLLEGE
(July 2000) 

Air War College is the senior Professional Military Education program available to Air Force officers and civilians and their counterparts in the other services and components.  The program is offered in seminar and correspondence formats.
 ELIGIBILITY:
Students must be Lt Col selectee or above (active duty, reserve or members of other services), or federal civilian employees in the grade of GS-13 or above. Special instructions apply for US Army Reserve officers – students should check with the Education Center staff.
 

ENROLLMENT PROCESS
Students should complete the enrollment form at the AWC web site - http://www.au.af.mil/au/awc/ns/ns-enroll.htm
Fax the signed form to the Base Education Center (757-764-8005 DSN 574-8005) – the Ed Center staff will review it, sign it, and send it on.
Enrollment may be completed at any time for the correspondence program. 
Enrollment can only be completed between April and August for the seminar program.

Seminar students must enroll in Term I to be eligible to enroll in Term II of the seminar in November.
 

PROGRAM (Seminar and Correspondence)

The program consists of five core courses, one elective course, and a writing assignment.

An objective test is administered after every term; however, students will have the option to test after each of the courses in the first term.
A 15-20 page writing assignment is due during Term I or II; or the student may write a paper for the Institute for National Security Studies –details for the INSS paper can be found at http://www.usafa.af.mil/inss
The student must select an elective, read the material (found on an accompanying CD-ROM), and satisfactorily complete an objective test on the elective.  The elective may be completed at any time after starting Term I, however; it must be completed before the suspense for Term III (the research paper).
Seminar
40 lessons are covered in weekly seminar meetings.
Orientation meeting week is in early August of each year (select leadership, meeting time, date and place).
 

Course Materials
Seminar students pick up books at the orientation meeting; correspondence students receive their material at their home address
Correspondence students who have not received confirmation of enrollment or books within 30 days of enrollment should contact the Base Education Office (764-2962)
 

TESTING

Seminar tests are automatically sent to the Education Office.
Seminar testing is conducted within dates established by AWC (the same applies to re-tests).
Correspondence tests must be requested by the student using the form supplied with the course materials.
Term exams are approximately 70 questions each, elective exams will range from 40 to 50 questions.
Testing is administered at the Education Center (Room 121), Monday through Thursday mornings (0745) and Tuesday afternoons (1100)--call 764-2962 to make a test appointment.
Students who fail the original course exam and the retest will fail that course and receive no credit for it.   However, they remain enrolled, and, after completing all remaining courses, the student must wait again until the next edition of the AWC Nonresident Studies course material is available to take the failed course again.  Failing the test is no longer a reason for disenrollment; however, failure to take the exam or submit the paper by the deadline is still a cause for disenrollment.
OTHER

Seminar students may transfer to correspondence any time during a term; however, they may not transfer to correspondence for any term after the last scheduled seminar meeting for that term (see the Student guide for details).
All students must begin in Term I and continue in sequential order; correspondence may transfer to seminar only at prescribed points — the student must send his or her circumstances to awc.ns@Maxwell.af.mil (include your SSAN).
Correspondence students are allowed six months per block to complete the program.
Seminar students must complete the program in ten months
Caution--only three enrollments are allowed for Air War College, students should be extremely careful if they need to drop the program (a fourth enrollment is authorized provided you obtain a waiver).
Correspondence or seminar students retain completed term credit through the duration of their eligibility.  A student who completes Term I and decides to disenroll may reenroll at any time without having to begin at the beginning.  Students are cautioned that any disenrollment or drop counts against the maximum three-drop rule.
