    a.  Working Group Reports

         (1) Seminars and Workshops – Personal Empowerment Initiative (Waltrina Davis): We have tentatively scheduled the next quarterly workshop on Information Technology for Wednesday, 19 June, at 1330.  The location will be announced later.  The guest speaker will be MSgt Harry Council, 1CS/SCB.  He will provide a demonstration of the Computer-Based Training (CBT) opportunities provided via the web including the Microsoft Suite (Word, Access, PowerPoint, Excel, Project, Outlook, etc).
